
Rules and Procedures for Granting Residency to an Owner of a 
Property at The Wave, Muscat Project 

 
 
First: Characteristics of the Residency 
 

a) The residency shall be granted by the concerned authority without a sponsor to 
the expatriate owner of a constructed unit and may be granted to the legal 
representative of a juristic person who owns a constructed unit (maximum number 
not more than two natural persons). The residency will not be granted to the legal 
representative’s family members of first degree. 

b) The residency will be issued after the issuance of the owner’s visa without any fee 
and shall be renewed for a fee of (50) Omani Rials.  

c) The application for resident card shall be submitted and renewed by the owner of 
the property unit in person, in accordance with the expats residency law and its 
implementing regulations. 

d) Residency must be registered at the Civil Status within thirty (30) days from the 
date of Stamp/entry. 

 
Second: Papers and documents required for renewal of Residency 
 

The applicant must enclose the following documents when submitting the application: 
 

1. To fill in the residency renewal form through on Royal Oman Police website. 
2. To send the application through the website after having confirmed that it has 

been properly filled and that all the required information is correct, then print and 
sign the form. 

3. A copy of the applicant’s passport valid for at least three (3) months.  
4. Two (2) personal photographs of the applicant. 
5. The original medical examination report approved by the Ministry of Health for 

nationals of countries subject to such medical examination. Currently these 
countries are: India, Pakistan, Bangladesh, Indonesia, Sirilanka, Egypt, Sudan and 
Ethiopia. If the applicant is below the age of fourteen (14) years old, he/she will 
be exempted from the medical examination. 

 
Third: Submission of Residency applications 
 

All applications together with the required documents stated above must be submitted to 
the Directorate of Residency at the General Directorate of Passports and Residency of 
Muscat Governorate for the completion of residency card issuance process. 

 
Fourth: Residency Card Issuance 
 

The applicant must attend in person for taking the fingerprints and an instant photograph 
in order to obtain the residency card. 
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
