Rulesand Proceduresfor Granting Visa for Joining an Owner of a
Residential Property at The Wave, Muscat Proj ect

First: Characteristics of the Visa

a) The Visa will be granted without the need for a sponsor to the spouse of an
expatriate who is an owner of a property unit in the Project. It will aso be granted
to his family members of first degree.

b) The Visashal be used within six (6) months from the date of its issue and will be
valid for two (2) years from the date of its issue and may be renewed.

c) The Visa will be issued against payment of a fee of fifty (50) Omani Rials and
shall be renewable for the same fee.

d) The Visa application shall be submitted or renewed through the owner of the
property unit or hislegal representative.

Second: Papers and documentsrequired for the submission of the Visa application

The applicant must enclose the following documents when submitting the application:

1. Tofill inthe Visaapplication form through Royal Oman Police website.

2. To send the application through the website after confirming all required
information are correct and then print and sign the form.

3. A copy of the spouse valid residence.

4. A copy of marriage certificate approved by the concerned authorities in case the
applicant isaforeign spouse.

5. A copy of the Visa applicant passport and two persona photographs of the Visa
applicant.

6. An approved medical examination certificate for the spouse, father, mother and
children above fifteen (15) years old.

7. Children applying for residence to join an owner shall be exempted from the age
requirement pursuant to Article (26) of the Implementing Regulations of
Expatriates Residence Law.

Third: Submission of Visa application

All applications attached with the required documents stated above must be submitted to
the Director of Visas at the General Directorate of Passports and Residence of Muscat
Governorate for the completion of the Visaissuing proceedings.
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
